In this issue, our cover feature is the Faena Arts District in Miami Beach. Two of the
components of the District were built by Coastal for Alan Faena, Faena Group. Faena Hotel
was introduced to our local residents and art aficionados during the internationally renowned
event, Art Basel in December. Faena House is a luxury high-rise residential tower
designed by Sir Norman Foster, with spectacular ocean views.

On the retail front, you will read about Paradise Plaza Phase lll, in the Miami
Design District, our tenth project built for Craig Robins’ Dacra Development and
their partner L Real Estate.

In Palm Beach County, Coastal completed the Hilton West Paim Beach
Convention Center Hotel more than a month ahead of schedule. Constructed for
the Related Companies New York, it provides connecting accommodations and
expansion for the Palm Beach County Convention Center.

In the Dadeland Area, Coastal is completing Joya, a rental community and
our fourth project for Wood Partners, located just steps away from Dadeland
Mall.

Coastal Cares continues to support organizations in our community and in

this issue we have focused on two such groups. Homes for Haiti is a faith-based

Paradise Comes to the Design District:
Paradise Plaza — Miami Design District Phase |l

Design District with Craig Robins’ Dacra
Development and their partner, L Real
Estate, with the recent award of Phase Il
of the Master Plan. This phase includes
the re-development of another two full city
blocks in the already booming venue.

Phase Il includes the construction

of approximately 120,000 square feet
of new luxury shopping in over a dozen
architecturally interesting facilities spread
throughout the northern sector of the
District. The northerly anchor facility, to be
known as Paradise Plaza, houses shops

and restaurants and will be filled with the
art and architecture of many internationally
renowned artists and designers. Paradise
Plaza will be connected to the recently
opened and hugely successful Palm Court
via the extension of a mid-block pedestrian
passageway known as the Passeo Ponti.
The architect of record is SB Architects,
Coral Gables.

The Miami Design District, an award
winning LEED-ND Gold neighborhood, is
known for its green construction, including
numerous green rooftops, dotted with
enormous mature trees native to South
Florida, and art and water features woven
into the design elements.

Group of Buenos Aires, Faena Hotel
is one component of what will be known as
the Faena Arts District, Miami Beach.

Situated adjacent to Faena House,
Faena Hotel is the result of renovations and
an addition to the historic Saxony Hotel,
located at Collins Avenue and 32nd Street.
A visual feast, guests are greeted by a ten-
foot tall, 24-karat wooly mammoth skeleton
sculpture and a golden unicorn sculpture,
both by Damien Hurst.

Designed by Revuelta Architecture
International of Miami, Faena Hotel is
comprised of 169 guest rooms, of which
111 are suites with dedicated butler service
and 13 residential units. Amenities include
a screening room, the 150-seat Saxony
Theater, Tierra Santa Healing Spa, two
restaurants, pool and, of course, direct
access to Faena Playa, a 100,000 square
foot beach playground.
